Charging the Power Station

Connect the included micro-USB cable to charge the
Portable Power Station from the USB port on your
computer or from a USB compatible wall charger.
Each LED flashes and remains solid as its correspond-
ing capacity has been reached. All LEDs remain solid
when the unit is fully charged.

Charging your Device

Connect the USB cable included with your device to
Portable Power Station USB Output port and press
ON/OFF button to begin charging. When no connec-
tion is detected for more than 5 seconds, the
Portable Power Station shuts off automatically.

Maintenance

« Do not store in a depleted state as the battery
power cells can be damaged. Charge your
Portable Power Station at least once every 3
months when not in use.

« Keep the unit dry. Avoid damp conditions and
corrosive materials.

- Do not clean with harsh chemicals, soaps or
detergents.
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
